Letôs see it in Action

HOW TO TIE A SHOELACE:
1) In each hand, hold the ends of an untied shoelace. 

2) Cross the two laces one on top of the other so they look like an X.

3) Loop the bottom shoe lace over and through the top lace.

4) Pull shoelaces away from the shoe to the opposite side to tighten.

5) Form a loop with one shoelace by folding the bottom up to the top.

6) Use your thumb and index finger to hold the loop.

7) With your other thumb and index finger, wrap the other shoelace 
around your thumb.

8) With the remaining part of that shoelace, form another loop.

9) Pull that loop through the gap your thumb is making.

10) Pull both loops to the opposite side to tighten.



Take Two: Less is More

HOW TO TIE A SHOELACE:

1. MAKE AN X with untied laces by crossing on top of another

2. Loop one lace OVER AND THROUGH the other

3. TIGHTEN shoelaces by pulling to the opposite sides

4. FOLD ONE in half and hold the loop with thumb and index

5. WRAP THE OTHER shoelace around thumb and form a loop

6. Pull the LOOP THROUGH THE GAP made by your thumb 

7. PULL BOTH LOOPS to opposite side to tighten



Third Time is a Charm!

HOW TO TIE A SHOELACE:

1. Cross (X) lace one under lace two

2. Swoop one around X thenpull both 3.

4. Make aloop with rest of one

5. Pullone through hole then pull both
